On behalf of the committee of the Bangor Football Club, I would like to welcome 
all players and their families to the 2011 season. Registrations for the season are 
about 5% down on last year, however given 2010 was a record for the club, this is 
understandable. On a positive note, we have 11 under 6 teams this year compared 
to 5 last seasons which bodes well for the future of the club. 
 
We will be fielding 62 teams this year. 28 of these teams will be taking part in non 
competition Small Sided Football (SSF) with the remaining 34 teams participating 
in full competition mode. The club will have 19 teams playing in female only 
competitions, and for the first time this year, we have as many senior women’s 
teams as we have all age men’s teams. 
 
This season we see the girl’ s U12 to U15 competitions moved to Saturday to help 
address field imbalances. This move does not appear to have affected numbers 
across the Association, with registrations almost the same as last year. All attempts 
have been made across the Association to schedule these matches for post midday 
starts to negate the affect on Netball, however it is impossible to achieve this in 
every case. After some early teething problems, I can say that Round 3 of the 
competition sees 90% of these matches starting after midday. 
 
I would like to thank the outgoing committee of 2010 for the work they put in and 
the help they gave me over the past 12 months. I would also like to welcome, and 
thank the 2011 committee, who have already been working tirelessly preparing for 
the upcoming season. 
 
At the time of writing, there were only two committee positions that have yet to be 
filled. These positions are: 

Social Coordinator  
Canteen Officer  

 
If anyone feels they can assist the club by volunteering for one of these positions, 
please contact myself or any of our committee. 
 
This season we have taken the step of employing a ‘canteen manager’  which is a 
paid position. This job involves ordering and stocking both canteens and supplying 
people to work in the canteens each weekend. This will mean we rely less on 
volunteers to work in the canteen each week and it will cut down on wastage and 
errors. 
 
The club is also looking for members to help us by becoming a club volunteer. 
These volunteers will be asked to help out in emergencies with ground set up, BBQ 
duty etc when we are short handed or have extra games transferred to our grounds 
and to assistant our committee members on ground duty once or twice a season for 
a few hours. Please consider becoming one of our volunteers, as this will take some 
of the pressure off the committee members and hopefully extend their tenure in the 
job. Bangor has a great reputation as a family club and by volunteering to help us 
in this manner you will only enhance this reputation. 
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I would like to welcome all our coaches and managers for the coming season. I thank them for volunteering their 
services. The club acknowledges the many hours they put in and hope that they enjoy what can be a truly rewarding 
experience. 
 
We also need to acknowledge the support of our many sponsors. Without their continuing financial assistance a lot 
more pressure would be put on our club members. We ask that you support these businesses, some of whom will 
have special offers especially for members of the club. These offers will be listed on the club’s website. Please 
mention that you are from Bangor Football Club whenever you visit or use one of our sponsors. 
 
The club’s facilities at both The Ridge & Billa Rd were improved last year due to a grant received from the State 
Government. This year we have applied for another grant and have been successful. This grant money will be used 
to replace the deteriorating fences at The Ridge.  
 
As we have over recent seasons, we will use Billa Rd on Saturdays only. This will be the home ground for teams 
from U6 to U12 plus our W12 to W15 sides. Our U13 to U21 teams will play at The Ridge. On Sundays, all teams 
will play their home games at The Ridge.   
 
All teams love to see supporters at their matches. It would be great to see some of our senior team members at Billa 
Rd on a Saturday morning watching our SSF teams go around in what is a ‘gala day’  atmosphere. I would also 
encourage members of our junior teams to get along to some of our senior team matches to support the players and 
watch what can be some excellent football. Check out the draw each week on the website and show your club spirit 
and support.  
 
Again the weekly newsletter will not be distributed as a hard copy, but will be available electronically via our 
website (www.bangorbrumbies.org.au). Our communications officer has made the website very user friendly, and 
you will find it is a great source of information for upcoming events, sponsor details, the weekly draw and many 
other important items. Please have a look around the site and check out all the information that is available. 
 
Weekly match reports will be lodged via the website for inclusion in the online newsletter. I would encourage all 
managers to submit a weekly report as it is great for all our members to be able to read about how each team is 
going. As was announced at the recent Coaches and Managers meeting, we will be offering an added incentive via 
a chance to win prizes for teams consistently lodging a report. 
 
Also on the website is our code of behaviour for players, coaches, parents and spectators. Please take time to read 
through these and always bear in mind encouragement and support help a player’s development much more than 
criticism. 
 
These codes of behaviour are paramount to the club’s responsibilities towards children. Coaches and managers of 
all teams with players under 18 years of age must take particular note of these guidelines. Should you have any 
issues or concerns in this regard, please contact one of our Member Protection Information Officers (MPIO).  
 
Managers, please make sure you clear your team’s pigeon hole each week. These are located at Billa Rd for all our 
Saturday teams and at The Ridge for all our Sunday teams. We will place ID cards, awards and other items that 
need to be picked up in these trays, so please check them regularly. 
 
Finally, the club relies on the help of players, plus their families and friends when it comes to ground duty. Please 
assist your manager when they roster you for your assigned duty. Please do not hesitate to contact myself or any 
committee member should you need assistance throughout the year. All the best for the 2011 season.
